So that banks can recycle their funds for
further lending. The repayment of loans in time is therefore

level to know the access and repayment behaviour of

agricultural loan borrowers of commercial banks and co-
operative society and also to find out the reasons for non-
repayment of loan.

improvement of the country. Agriculture is the main
source of livelihood of popular of Indian population. About
72 percent population was working in 1950-51 and 52
percent population is working in agriculture sector at present
(Economic survey 2013-14). Agriculture still remains the
backbone of our Indian economy. Agriculture sector
accounts 13.9 percent of Indian Gross Domestic Product in
the year 2013-14. Share of this sector in the Gross Domestic
Product has falling since independence, in the year 1950-51
agriculture held 56.5 percent of Gross Domestic Product. In
1970-71 share of this sector was 45.9 percent and in the year
1990-91 it was 34 percent after continue falling it came up
to 14.6 percent in the year 2010 -11 and in the year 2013 -14
it was 13.9 percent. It means development of agriculture
production share in Gross Domestic Product is continuing
decreasing till present. Indian agriculture has many essential
problems; Agricultural enlargement in India has been given
due importance right from India’s First Five Year Plan
(1951 -56). The key problem of agriculture, accepted on in
rural areas mostly by poor, small and marginal farmers and
weaker section of the society.

ARMER Suicides in India has seen an increase over the

period of time. The National Crime Records Bureau of
India has reported that the cases of farmer suicides in the
country are higher than that in any other occupation. The
cases in the state of Tamil Nadu Maharashtra, Kerala,
Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka are comparatively higher.
The Situation Assessment Survey of the National Sample
Survey Organization (NSSO, 2013) has reconfirmed the
worsening situation of farm households which indicated that
51.9 per cent of the farm households in India are indebted
The percentage of indebtedness was highest in Andhra
Pradesh (93%), followed by Telangana (89%), Tamil Nadu
(83%), Kerala (78%) and Karnataka (77%). It is to note that
the NSSO in its 59th round survey has revealed that given
the choice, 40 per cent of farmers would like to quit farming
because it is risky and not profitable (NSSO, 2003).
Interestingly, indebted farmers have taken higher credit
from institutional sources (60%) as compared to non-
institutional sources (40%) (NSSO, 2013).

In Tamil Nadu, primarily in delta region, news in the
media about farmers' suicides and sudden deaths shocked
everyone. Initially started with one or two deaths per day,
the number rose to more. Primarily in the delta region, due
to the failure of crops owing to non-availability of irrigation
water from Cauvery and the failure of North East monsoon.
It has been more than 30 years since Tanjavur, known as
rice bowl of Tamil Nadu, has not generated crop for more

An age old Tamil poet once bemoaned and remarked
that, “It agonises me, whenever i see a failing crop”
Farmers who have inherited this culture, today risk their
lives after seeing withering of crops in front of them
Nonetheless, It was in this context, we felt the need for
making a comprehensive study on the social and economic
background of those who died and looking into the micro
and macro scenarto of the problems around agriculture
which led to suicides and sudden deaths.

India is going through an agrarian crisis and the farmers
who have been involved in one of the most meaningful
livelihoods on earth are struggling to make ends meet. The
Cauvery delta was once a place of prosperity but has been
facing many challenges now. The last 2 seasons have seen
severe problems in agriculture with insufficient water due to
malingerer monsoons and Cauvery water sharing issues
Most farmers in the delta region did not cultivate the
Kuruvai crop as there was no water but had cultivated paddy
in samba (current season) with the hope that water would be
available through the season. A number of farmers in the
region were went for the direct paddy sowing as there was
delay in arrival of canal water and since the direct paddy
sowing allows the crop to survive for 20 to 30 days with
little or no water. But when the crops were young, rains and
Cyclone destroyed the crops and a lot of farmers had to
resow again. Most farmers are completely dependent on the
Cauvery water for irrigation and the crop is again going
through a stress as rivers and canals have started drying up
after the stoppage of water release. While farmers in the low
lying areas have managed to save their crop, the upland
fields of many farmers have started drying up in Tiruvarur
and Nagapattinam. Other form of irrigation such as bore
well is also not possible for many farmers as the
underground water is salty.

The proliferation
of wind energy as a viable alternative to fossil based fuels
used in the production of electricity is well documented.

As work on the land
has become increasingly difficult over recent years, many
farmers are looking to diversify. Little room is taken up by
the turbine bases, so little impact is made on usable land. A
landowner wind energy association, or LWEA, consists ofa
group of landowners who have decided to work together to
have more control over the wind leasing process than they
would have individually. The members of an LWEA work
together for compensation that reflects the true value of their
wind and land resource. The LWEA model is a way to
address some concerns with wind development as well as
provide landowners with some control in the process.
Benefits of LWEA membership include Diminishing the
power of developers to divide landowners by offering
different terms to neighbors preventing unnecessary loss of
property rights limiting the presence of speculators who
convince landowners to sign agreements for a proposed
wind project they never intend to build.
